WHAT IS THE MEANING OF  

ASH WEDNESDAY? 

 

Ash Wednesday is normally the first day of 

Lent, and it occurs 46 days before Easter (not 

including Sundays). It can fall as early as 

February 4, or as late as March 10.  This year, it 

will be observed on February 18, 2015.  

Although it is not a direct quotation, the biblical 

text where the idea is drawn from is found is 

Genesis 3:19, “. . .ashes to ashes, dust to dust.” 

The phrase means we come from dust and we 

shall return to dust.  It is a reminder to us of our 

human mortality.  Ash Wednesday derives its 

name from the practice of blessing ashes made 

from palm branches blessed on the previous 

year’s Palm Sunday, and placing them on the 

heads of participants.  The Bible does not 

mention Ash Wednesday or the custom of Lent, 

however, the practice of repentance and 

mourning in ashes is found in 2 Samuel 13:19; 

Esther 4:1; Job 2:8; Daniel 9:3; and Matthew 

11:21. 

 

Lent is traditionally a time when many 

Christians prepare for Easter by observing a 

period of fasting, repentance, and moderation.  

In the Roman Catholic Church, and some 

liturgical Protestant churches, members often 

have ashes, in the shape of the cross, put on 

their foreheads during an Ash Wednesday 

service.  Most Protestant denominations do not 

follow this observance, but mark the calendar 

date as the official beginning of the Easter 

season.   This year, Easter will be celebrated on 

April 5, 2015.
